Through audits and laboratory tests, certificates
are given to manufacturers who comply with GOTS throughout the entire
production process.

The ECOLABEL can only be obtained from
the European Commission and is product specific.

Moreover, all used chemicals need to be about 100% biologically degradable.
The used dye pigment is closely monitored. An advanced water purification and
recycling system is a must.
